How the Synar report helps the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention

In accordance with the tobacco regulations, States are required to provide detailed information
on progress made in enforcing youth tobacco access laws (FFY 2011 Compliance Progress) and
future plans to ensure compliance with the Synar requirements to reduce youth tobacco access
rates (FFY 2012 Intended Use Plan). These data are required by 42 U.S.C. 300x-26 and will be
used by the Secretary to evaluate State compliance with the statute.

Merchant education and/or training: DAODAS and its system of local service
providers have a strong involvement in statewide merchant education. The
Palmetto Retailer Education Program (PREP) was developed six years ago and is a
Department of Revenue-approved merchant education program. It is the only
approved merchant education program in the state that includes tobacco content.
DAODAS supported its development and initial dissemination to each of its local
service providers and now coordinates its implementation, including:

-- maintaining a state registry of trained merchants;

-- sending certification cards to merchants who complete the program;

-- managing a PREP web site (www.prepmerchanted.org);

-- printing a statewide PREP brochure;

-- providing a schedule of trainings offered in the counties on its web site;

-- funding improvements to the training materials, including video portions that
clearly state South Carolina laws and demonstrate purchase scenarios;

-- maintaining a list of licensed PREP trainers;

-- serving as the central repository from which the local service providers can
access such PREP materials as the participant handbooks (quality control);

-- tracking participant test scores; and

-- rewarding counties for reaching large numbers of merchants with PREP through
the Synar Tobacco Enforcement Partnerships (STEP) incentive funds.

This unified branding of merchant education in our state is an important step
forward. There were 1,430 merchants trained in PREP in State FY11. The retail
community has been very encouraging of these efforts.

Community education regarding youth access laws: Activity in this area peaked
five years ago due to the passage of the Youth Access to Tobacco Prevention Act of
2006. County alcohol and drug abuse authorities (i.e., local service providers)
made presentations to many audiences, handed out thousands of fliers outlining the
new penalties, and took part in hundreds of meetings with law enforcement, school
personnel, and magistrates regarding how to best educate youth and offer
appropriate education programs for those who are cited. While the amount of
tobacco-specific education has lessened as citizens have become more familiar with
the law, a great deal of attention is still being paid to its implementation by local
law enforcement, schools, and the courts. DAODAS’ county authorities are among
the primary providers of tobacco-education classes for youth who are charged. (A
class can be taken in lieu of a fine.) The counties served 301 youth in FY11.
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Media use to publicize compliance inspection results: Media activities focused
specifically on the sale of tobacco products to minors were conducted by county
alcohol and drug abuse authorities and community organizations throughout the
state.

Community mobilization to increase support for retailer compliance with youth
access laws: Outside the Synar inspection process, DAODAS supports a
comprehensive compliance-check process that includes pre-notification; regular
enforcement with penalties; and appropriate follow-up, analysis, and improvement.
"Pre-notification” refers to creating a general awareness of impending enforcement
operations among the retail community, but does not mean that specific times or
dates are provided to merchants. No pre-notification is used in the Synar process.

Through the contracts between DAODAS and the 33 county alcohol and drug abuse
authorities, each county authority is required in FFY 2011 to implement tobacco
compliance checks in at least one area of the county. DAODAS has mandated a
standardized compliance-check form for all checks conducted. This tool allows
DAODAS to maintain a database of compliance rates by area, type of store,
demographics of buyer, demographics of seller, etc.

DAODAS is making a concerted effort to support local efforts to increase
enforcement. DAODAS has asked its subcontractor, the Pacific Institute for
Research and Evaluation (PIRE), to apply its expertise gained from supporting the
statewide Alcohol Enforcement Team effort to tobacco enforcement. PIRE will
focus its efforts in those counties with the highest sales rates and those that have yet
to achieve consistent enforcement in an effort to drive down the state sales rates
even further. One method to achieve this will be the development of a tobacco
education and enforcement training for local officers. As seen with alcohol
enforcement, officers’ enthusiasm for enforcing a set of laws increases dramatically
when they are educated about the issue and understand the laws, something often
not addressed in their Criminal Justice Academy training. A pilot training held in
2010 yielded positive results and feedback. The training has been available for
most of 2011, but DAODAS and PIRE will increase their efforts to promote the
training in early 2012.

Synar Tobacco Enforcement Partnerships (STEP): STEP began on June 1, 2006
and encompasses the Synar study, the state coverage study, the tobacco compliance
checks required of the counties, and the STEP incentive funds. The STEP
incentives are a system through which the county authorities can earn points for
conducting tobacco prevention activities. The more points they earn, the more
STEP incentive funds they receive at the end of the year. Counties earn points for:

-- serving people in merchant education;
-- conducting tobacco compliance checks;
-- informing state Synar staff of new tobacco outlets as they open; and

-- getting local law enforcement to sign on to multi-jurisdictional law enforcement
agreements around tobacco.
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The state has created a formula for each of these components and staff track the
points as the county authorities submit documentation.

To date, South Carolina has not responded to the competitive FDA enforcement
RFAs. However, we are currently taking the lead on planning a meeting of various
state agencies with a role in retail tobacco enforcement (DAODAS, DHEC, SLED,
Attorney General's Office, Departmetn of Revenue, etc.) scheduled for late
December 2011 or early January 2012. This meeting is designed to reach a
consensus on whether there will be a state applicant for the RFA to be released
12/30/11.

The South Carolina violation rate has generally been dropping over the past four years, and
we plan to build on and strengthen these accomplishments.

First, we will continue to support statewide implementation of PREP with every county
implementing the program for interested or court-mandated merchants.

Second, DAODAS will continue to require the counties to implement tobacco compliance
checks.

Third, the STEP incentive program (described in question 5c above) is having major positive
impacts.

Fourth, PIRE will begin training local officers to enforce tobacco laws, in the same way that
they have helped encourage increased enforcement of underage drinking laws. To this end,
PIRE has developed an enforcement training that focuses on youth tobacco laws.

Finally, the DAODAS system of county authorities will continue to be one of the frequent
providers of education programs for youth charged with violating laws restricting tobacco
possession or consumption. To strengthen this effort, DAODAS and local prevention staff
collaboratively developed the Tobacco Education Program (TEP) to be consistently offered
statewide. Feedback on TEP is positive.

While we do not expect any changes made in 2012 to state laws regarding the creation of
licensure for selling tobacco products, the topic did receive some discussion in 2011.

The workgroup on retail tobacco enforcement mentioned in question 5g above will be the
first of its kind in South Carolina and may reap benefits in increased coordination and
attention.

Law enforcement has suffered drastic funding cuts at the local and state levels, which
has nearly eliminated all state tobacco law enforcement. Without STEP incentive
funding, there might not be any local enforcement either.

No formal list of tobacco vendors exists for South Carolina. Vendors are not required
to have a license to sell tobacco. The database of outlets consists of places identified
through alcohol license lists, lottery outlet lists, pharmacy openings, and identification
by county prevention professionals and volunteers. This list is quite thorough, but
requires frequent updating and de-duplication.

A member of the team
entered any location with the potential for tobacco sales and recorded those that sell.

The outlet information gathered during canvassing was compared to the Synar sampling
frame both by street address and outlet name. Matches were considered to be outlets that had
identical addresses unless the business name clearly indicated the outlets were not identical
(e.g., aCVS and a Bi-Lo). Mismatches were considered to be outlets identified during
canvassing that did not match an address in the Synar sampling frame, after investigation of
roads with multiple names (e.g., Augusta Highway and Highway 378 are identical).
